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The Big Bang Theory is a scientific cosmological model that explains the
origins and early development of the universe. The theory states that the
universe was formed approximately 13.9 billion years ago when a singular
mass of near infinite density and temperature (a singularity) ruptured its self
containment and rapidly expanded into the universe we now know.

As a scientific theory, the Big Bang Theory is consistent with all known
cosmological laws, theories, and observations, including Hubble's Law,
cosmic microwave background radiation, and others. There are still
unexplained aspects associated with the Big Bang Theory, which is not to
say the theory is incorrect - only that there is an incomplete understanding
of all the cosmological factors.
